Quirky Take On Scottishness and Happiness Hits The Road After Two Sell-Out Runs At Glasgow’s Tramway.

A darkly hilarious exploration of the pursuit of Scottishness and happiness in the 21st century from acclaimed young Glasgow theatre company Fish & Game, Otter Pie embarks on a major Scottish tour this Autumn. 

The people behind 2007’s cult 365-day extravaganza Eilidh’s Daily Ukulele Ceilidh turn their wry eye on the fatalism and culture of ‘the best small country in the world’. 

Based around a tongue-in-cheek re-interpretation of that seminal Scottish novel (and Gordon Brown’s favourite read) Sunset Song, Otter Pie teases out some of the thornier questions lurking in the nation’s psyche. How can we proudly celebrate our rich culture without feeling like a tourist to our own past? How do we combat our negativity and crisis in confidence?

An original production devised by the company, Otter Pie is energetic, moving and cheekily irreverent. It bridges the gap between mainstream and experimental theatre by questioning tradition and convention whilst being unashamedly entertaining and laugh-out-loud funny. The piece has enjoyed previous success at Glasgow's Tramway in 2007, selling out two runs, and will finish its tour there in December, giving Glasgow audiences one last chance to try a slice of the pie.
The Autumn tour of Otter Pie is supported by the Scottish Arts Council. David Taylor, Co-Director of Arts at the Scottish Arts Council said ‘The idea of using a deconstruction of Lewis Grassic Gibbon’s Sunset Song as a stimulus is extremely interesting.  In supporting this project we were also keen to support a new, engaging and accessible company to develop a stronger relationship with promoters throughout Scotland’.

Glasgow’s Fish & Game are at the forefront of a new generation of performance makers. Challenging and ambitious in their approach, they are equally unafraid to make work that is accessible, mischievous and downright crowd-pleasing. Founded in 2006 by Joint Artistic Directors Robert Walton and Eilidh MacAskill, Fish & Game have produced a wide range of studio-based performances at The Arches and Tramway in Glasgow, written and recorded guided tours of Glasgow’s Centre For Contemporary Arts, had site-specific installations commissioned at Edinburgh Sculpture Workshop and London‘s Royal College of Art and, in 2007, created and performed the wildly successful 365-day project Eilidh’s Daily Ukulele Ceilidh.

Over three hectic years, the company has performed pieces as far afield as London, New York, Nova Scotia and Melbourne and now they’re embarking on their first major Scottish tour.
